PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that upon the annexed affirmation of [Name of Law Guardian], Esq., dated [Date], and upon all pleadings and proceedings heretofore heard in this case, the Law Guardian, on behalf of the Child, [Client’s Name], will move the Family Court of [COUNTY] County, at [ADDRESS], New York, in Part [Number] thereof, before the Honorable ____________________ on [at least 8 days from notice of motion date], 2007 at [time] in the [forenoon/afternoon], or as soon thereafter as counsel may be heard, for an order pursuant to 42 U.S.C. §675(1)(D), et seq., Fam. Ct. Act §§ 255 and 1015-a (If requesting a permanency hearing: and Fam. Ct. Act §1089):

Requiring the New York City Administration for Children’s Services (“ACS”) and its contract agency, [Agency Name] (“[NAME]”) to:
(A)
Provide necessary housing services to [CHILD], including but not limited to (i)  providing [CHILD] with referrals to brokers, apartment-finding services, and homelessness prevention programs, and actively assist [CHILD] with communications with these offices by a date certain; (ii) processing [CHILD]’s application for the ACS housing subsidy and providing [CHILD] with a letter of eligibility by a date certain; (iii) assisting [CHILD] with applying for New York City Housing Authority (“NYCHA”) public housing, including providing the necessary documentation and referrals so that [CHILD] will be eligible for the NYCHA independent living priority, by a date certain; (iv) assisting [CHILD] with applying for Section 8 rental assistance via NYCHA’s Leased Housing Program, by a date certain;  (v) assisting [CHILD] with applications for appropriate supported or supportive housing programs including [if appropriate: Schafer Hall, Dorothy Day Apartments, and the Foyer], by a date certain; (vi) providing reimbursement to [CHILD] of  money spent by [CHILD] for furniture for his/her new apartment by [DATE] OR [WITHIN 3 DAYS OF MOVING DATE]; and (vii) providing a broker’s fee, first month’s rent and security deposit by [DATE];

(B)
Provide educational services and/or vocational training to [CHILD], including ____________, as well as the following college-related expenses __________, and an Educational Training Voucher by a date certain;

(C)
Provide meaningful independent living skills training to [CHILD], by __________;
(D)
Ensure that health care coverage for [CHILD] will continue, uninterrupted, after [CHILD]’s discharge from foster care by taking all necessary actions by a date certain;

(E)
Provide to [CHILD] critical documents, including state-issued identification, a copy of [his/her] birth certificate, a copy of [his/her] social security card, and, immediately after discharge, [his/her] foster care records;

(F)
Provide to [CHILD] the $750.00 [or more if client has children in care with her] discharge grant during the trial discharge of [CHILD], which is set to begin on [DATE];

(G)
Facilitate [CHILD]’s application with the NYC Human Resources Administration for public assistance and food stamps [if necessary];

(H)
Facilitate significant connections between [CHILD] and adults who are or may be willing to be permanent resources for [CHILD], including __________;

(I)
Facilitate regular visitation and communication between [CHILD] and [his/her] siblings by a date certain;

(J)       Provide [CHILD] with day care, babysitting services, crib, high chair, car seat, and the diaper and formula allowance for his/her child/ren [IF APPLICABLE]; and

(K)
In the event ACS discharges [CHILD] from foster care, to discharge [him/her] only on a trial basis and to provide a minimum of 15 business days’ advance notice to the law guardian of any change in placement or discharge;

2.
Pursuant to 18 N.Y.C.R.R. § 430.12(f) , prohibiting ACS and the Agency from discharging [CHILD] from foster care into homelessness or without safe and stable permanent housing that is expected to be availalbe for a minimum of 12 months ; and 

3.
Granting such other relief as this Court deems just and proper.

PLEASE TAKE FURTHER NOTICE that pursuant to C.P.L.R. § 2214(b), answering affidavits, if any, must be served by [2 days before return date or 7 days if you have moved 16 days before return date], 2007.
